BUILDING THE TRADE DNA INITIATIVE

	The North Carolina District Export Council (“NCDEC”) “Building the Trade DNA” Initiative for outreach to local school systems is for the purpose of educating today’s youth on the importance of exporting and international trade.  The Initiative covers several groups of students ranging from Elementary level all the way to MBA students.  Below you will find best practices and tips for success in reaching these groups.  

As a result of globalization many companies moved their manufacturing facilities to other countries to take advantage of low wages and treaty incentives leaving behind shuttered US Factories, unemployed workers and economically weakened towns throughout the country. International Trade became a dirty word meaning “Loss of Jobs”

The NCDEC noticed that large numbers in our local communities knew little of the economic impact of international trade other than loss of jobs. This lack of information was not confined to the rank and file, but included many local leaders, educators, businesses, and legislators, which in turn would trickle down to their children.  The NCDEC recognized that international trade needed an image change and the best way to do that would be through education by way of seminars, public speaking, and other programs, 

STEPS AND STRATEGIES

1.	Inventory.  Take an inventory of the international trade classes and programs being taught in North Carolina schools to obtain a better idea of the availability and scope of the international classes and programs, which could then be built upon.  

2.	Targets.  Target students in  Elementary School, Middle School, High School, Community Colleges, College & Universities, and Graduate Programs

3.	Contacts. 	Determine educational points of contact known to NCDEC members.  These include NC Dept of Public Instruction (DPI), County School Systems 115 School Districts, Individual Schools & Teachers, Community College System, Colleges & University, (Public & Private Universities, Individual Colleges & Departments and Graduate Schools.

4. 	“Building Trade DNA” Activities

A.	Speakers’ Bureau.  Develop a List of DEC Speakers and spread the word of its availability among the educational points of contact

B.	International Trade Class into High School Curriculum.  Statewide introduction has a lengthy adoption period and bureaucratic red tape.  An Educational District basis or even a teacher-by-teacher basis is a better short-term solution.
	
C.	Law School Panels. DEC Members, who are lawyers can organize panels of 3-4 International Attorneys to speak annually to students at Law Schools on career opportunities in International Law.  

D.	Programs & Power Points.  Develop the DEC’s own PowerPoint for use by the Committee’s Speakers Bureau when speaking in classes or use a stand-alone Program developed by a California CITD/SBDC based on the book “The Travels of a T-Shirt in the Global Economy ” by Pietra Rivoli.

E.	Partner with International Student Organizations.  Partner with student organizations such as Future Business Leaders of America (FBLA) and Distributive Education Club’s of America (DECA).
